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Warwick Horse Trials member, Kevin McNab, makes a bid for the World Cup Eventing Final in France.
This weekend the Warwick Horse Trials club will host The Equestrian Triequathon at Morgan Park, Warwick. The feature class will be the Clark Tanks CICW***, the last Australian based qualifying event for the FEI World Cup Eventing Final. The World Cup finals are to be held in France next year with €100,000 prize money on offer. Internationally, there are 19 qualifying events, held across 12 countries, 2 of which are assigned to Australia. 

Local Warwick Horse Trials member, Kevin McNab finished 2nd in the first Australian based qualifying event held at Melbourne International Three Day Event in June. His mount, Hufflepuff, owned by the Hastings family, is now set to take on the renowned Warwick cross country course and make a bid for Australian representation.

Last year, in Aachen Germany, the Australian team of Clayton Fredericks, Andrew Hoy, Sonja Johnston and Megan Jones won a bronze medal and became part of Australian equestrian history.  They were the first Australian team to win a medal at a World Cup.
McNab is regularly in the prize money at Warwick and other local events. At the recent Queensland Eventing Championships held at Maryborough, Kevin took out 1st place in all 3 official classes and recorded a number of other placings. This weekend he will be a strong chance to top the podium with 3 rides in a field of 11 in the FEI Eventing World Cup qualifier and a total of 6 rides for the weekend. 
Kevin, who is sponsored by Mitavite, Aitkens Saddlery and Chilla boots, contributes enormously to the sport of eventing as he is not only a gifted rider but also an inspiring coach. His students make up the majority of this weekends entries, most notably Christopher Burton in the CICW*** and Jonathon Paget in the CIC** who previously trained under Kevin at his Tamborine property ‘Kelecyn’ as well as Emma Dougall in the CICW*** and Eleanor Osborne in the CIC** who are currently based there.
